* learn about different types of forces as they conduct experiments in small groups as
they discover and explore how different objects move such as a toy car, piece of rope,
rubber gloves, tissue, slinky, bean bag, balloon, magnets.

* explore how the air resistance affects how a parachute falls to the ground

* create a magnetic powered car and test their racing skills. Students will investigate and
identify the role of magnetism in our lives.

Curriculum Overview

Year 4 -Term 1, 2025

Japanese

This term, Year 4 students will be exploring the world of Japanese mascots. They will learn
about the official mascots of the Tokyo 2021 Olympic and Paralympic Games and will use this as
inspiration to design their own mascot to represent their classroom. Through this, students will
learn how to state their mascots name, age and to describe their body parts and colours.
Students will also learn to describe where their mascot lives, and to discuss what sports they
play. Students will present a speech introducing their mascot to the teacher and will also
complete a reading/listening test on key vocabulary and structures.

Sport

In Year 4 sports, students develop their skills in AFL, soccer, and netball as they prepare for
interschool team sports. These games require teamwork, strategy, and quick decision-making.
Students learn how to create space, pass effectively, defend, and work together to score. They
also practice key skills like kicking, marking, dribbling, and shooting while understanding game
tactics and positioning. Through drills, mini-games, and match play, they build confidence,
improve their gameplay, and get ready to compete as a team.

Visual Art
This semester in art, students will explore colour, texture and depth through the creation of a
coral reef collage. They will also sculpt a 3D sea anemone using recycled materials and clay

Performing Arts

Music: This term, students will explore the elements of Music. The students will develop
their understanding of rhythm, tempo, dynamics and pitch, through activities and exercises.
The children will use their knowledge to create body percussion rhythms in small groups.
